$4,000; live medical examiners ex¬

amined themselves and were so sur¬

prised at their war injuries that they
immediately rerated themselves for
larger pensionsv of course payiug
themselves well for lost time; the chief
of the medical division allowed him¬
self seven times more pension than
he formerly got, and four other high
officials multiplied their allowances
by six. It will be seen that Tanner
is well calculated to get away with
the sulplus, and it seems almqst cruel
to check him just as he was enjoying
such a boom. Since this investiga¬
tion has been ordered the fellows who
have been so liberal to themselves
vish they had not been so previous.

young man, it seems, he went South
as a member of Captain Welsh's
company of the Confederate army,
and since the war has been living in
the South, where he hasaccumulated
a nice propety.

Whipped by the Women Folks.

John Lewis, keeper of a saloon and
gambling house at Fassil, Wyoming,
frightfully maltreated his delicate
wife the other day. She received an

unusually severe castigation, being
detected in teaching her little boy a

prayer. Then the women of Fassil
to the nuiuoer of twenty visited
Lewis's place, armed with black
snakes, buggy whips, and willow
switches. They overpowered the fel¬
low and gave him a good thrashing,
leaving stripes all over his body and
cutting his face and head badly. Lewis
resisted with all his strength and
cursed loudly. Becoming personal in
his abuse, some men present essayed
to quiet him. threatening the use of
a rope. A few of Lewis's friends came
to his rescue. Revolvers were drawn
and the barking of six-shooters was

loud and lively. The room was filled
with smoke and the lights were ex¬

tinguished. When order was re¬

stored, among the men to crawl out
from under the billiard tables was

one with a shattered shoulder and
another with a wounded arm. A bul¬
let passed through the high coiffure
of one of the womeu- The fright and
shock caused the woman's prostra¬
tion, and her condition is uow criti¬
cal.

Great Floods in West Virginia.
The greatest calamity that has ever

visited the Little Kanawha Valley, in
the western part of this State, occurred
last Thursday night, when a cloud¬
burst among* the mountain streams
caused unparalleled Hoods. Thursday-
night about eight o'clock a dark
cloud, covering about a-quarter of
the heavens, came up from the south¬
west and passed over toward the
northeast. At 8.30 it returned and
covered the entire heavens. A dark
centre was noticeable, which looked
wrathful and threatening. Thisceutre
hung over the region of Limestone
Hill, where it broke and wrought
havoc and destruction. At Parkers-
bu»*g it seemed like an exceptionally
heavy rain, but at Limestone Hill
where live creeksstart on their courses
the very heavens seemed to fall in
one great torrent. The water was

literally piled up on the hills, and
rushed'off on its career of devastation
down the fertile valley of the creeks.
The scene of the greatest disaster was
on Pond creek. Jackson county, and
Tucker creek, Wirt county. The two
streams head together, and a cloud¬
burst must have occurred near the
water shed. Pond creek rose 25 feet
in an hour. The water spread from
hill to hill and carried all before it.
At least seven lives were lost in the

vallev of Tucker creek alone, and
people who have seen the stream
say there is good reason to believe
that the receding water will disclose
many a bruised and blackened corpse,
whose fate is now unknown. The de¬
struction to property along the creek
has also been ten-fold more terrible
than has been guessed, ami hundreds
of people are left without food to
nourish them or houses or clothing to
protect them from the chills of night,
and unless the philanthropy of the
State is stirred up to send them aid,
there will be untold suffering and
want.
Tucker creek, the scene of the terri¬

ble calamity, like Sandy and Pond
creek, heads at Limestone Hill, and
the same cloud-burst sent the wave

of death down all three of them.
Seven miles from Elizabeth, where
Tucker creek empties into the Little
Kanawha, and almost the same dis¬
tance from the headwaters, the little
village of Morristown is or rather
was situated. It was on a small level
bottom between the right and left
fork^ of Tucker, which come together
here. Behind it and on each side,
precipitous hills arise and wall in the
water's course. It was another Johns¬
town. and here the greatest disaster
occurred.
About 9.30 in the evening the wave

of destruction from Limestone Hill
swept down the right fork, spread
over the narrow bottom and carried
ruin with it. In live minutes both
streams rose over ten feet and the in¬
habitants were awakened by the rising
water, and compelled to tlee for their
lives, with only such garments as they
could gather in the naste of Might.
They sought the hills and saw their
houses swept away by the relentless
torrent. But many were not so fortu¬
nate. Orville West, his wife and his
wife's brother were sleeping in their
new home when the torrent came on

them. There was only time to fiee to
the roof. The house rocked, swayed
on its foundation and then slowly
moved into the stream. It swept live
miles down the current and the
three half dead persons still clung to
it. Finally it struck a tree aud went
to pieces. Mrs. West sank in the
floodand never rose a^ain. Her broth¬
er was rescued two miles below, while
Mr. West clung to some driftwood
until six o'clock the next day, when
he was recued.
Oscar Kiger's house stood on a lit¬

tle stream just a short distance above
Morristown. No neighbors were near
to tell how the flood came on him and
his family, aud how they battled for
life. The building was situated in a
low place, and the thoughts of the
rescuers turned to it among the first,
it was sought out as soon as possible,
and a scene of horror and death pre¬
sented itself. The floods hail swept
completely over the frail building.
It was turned on its side. Trees were

torn up, fences swept away and great
boulders were lying in the yard. A
short distance down the stream Ki¬
ger's body was found, covered with
sand. The searchers followed a few
feet farther and the dead bodies of
Mrs. Kiger and the youngest child
.was discovered. The mother had
sought to save her dearest. The
bodies of the other two children have
not been rescued, but no one doubts
that they lost their lives.
The loss to property in Wood coun¬

ty is greater than the lirst estimates
placed it at. ('apt. II. B. Beckwith,
of the County Court, said that the
loss in this county south of the Kan¬
awha river alone would reach £500,-
000. Seven solid iron bridges have
been carried off, as well as a large
number of smaller wooden structures.
The farmers on Lee. Slate, Tygart and
Pond creeks suffered heavily.

Fit for the Hangman.
A horrible wife-mtmlt»r was com¬

mitted near Bad River Station, Wis.,
last Friday. The victim was the pret¬
ty 18-year-old bride of Joseph Fuschs,
and the murderer is the husband, a

man of about 40 years of age. They
had been married about two weeks,
and made their home at (Hidden.
About two o'clock Friday afternoon
they left on the north-bound train.
They got near Morse, and a sec¬

tion foreman saw them walking arm-

in-arm up the track. He was hor-
rilied as he watched their actions to
see Fuschs strike the woman several
times with some deadly implement.
As he apuroached, the murderer
picked up the woman and threw her
down a steep embankment. When
the section foreman picked up the
body it was lifeless. The murderer
fled" to the woods. Examination, of
the body showed that the voting
woman had been stabbed seven times
in the throat, and terrible gashes on
her arms and hands showed what an

awful struggle she must have had for
life. It has since transpired that
Fuschs is a notorious criminal and is
wanted in Germany for robbery and
murder.
