NONSTRUCTURAL MITIGATION MEASURES
A statewide assessment of open space parcels and mitigated structures indicates that the most commonly implemented nonstructural flood mitigation measures in West Virginia are structure acquisition/demolition combined with relocation outside the floodplain, followed by structure elevation, which often includes wet floodproofing (e.g., flood vents) for closed foundations.
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
